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Preparation
1. Print all the template patterns (pages 13-17) at 100% and measure to

confirm accuracy of printout.

Trace template patterns onto template plastic or another sturdy
material and cut out on the outer line to make cutting templates. If
desired, mark a hole at the quarter inch seam allowance at the corners
to aid in piecing accuracy. Transfer the piece names and arrows, which
indicate right-reading orientation of motifs for fussy-cutting placement.
Make square and rectangle templates for fussy cutting based on sizes
listed in cutting directions, or mark the sizes to cut on a rotary cutting
ruler if preferred.

WOF = Width of Fabric

Fussy Cutting Notes:

Press fabrics with starch or starch alternative and let dry before cutting
to stabilize edges to be cut on the bias. Handle bias-cut pieces carefully
so as not to distort.

Depending on the cut of yardage, the start and end points of motifs may
differ from the cutting diagrams shown, so test placement of all pieces
needed before beginning to cut

Before fussy cutting fabric, trace portions of the desire motif onto the
template to make it easier to place the template again.

Cut right side up from a single layer of fabric. To cut reversed shapes,
flip the template over so writing is wrong side up.

If templates slip on the fabric, try adding grip tape or sandpaper dots
to the bottom side. Alternately, place fabric on a sandpaper board, then
trace the shapes onto the fabric with a non-permanent fabric marking
tool. Cut carefully with scissors, or transfer to a cutting mat and use a
ruler and rotary cutter to cut along the marked lines.

Fabric A*, fussy cut:
(1) 212" square panel with design centered

*NOTES:

If fabric is cut at the scissor mark on the selvedge, and you are purchasing
only 1 repeat, some of the light blue scallop motif will show at the
bottom of the medallion center in the finished quilt top. If purchasing
more than 1 repeat, you can shift the placement to cut the square so
that the scallop motif is hidden in the seam allowance.

The original quilt was made with the left-facing bird; but, cut whichever
motitf is easier for you - an opportunity for customization!

Fabric B, fussy cut:

(4) each 6%" tall x 7%" wide B’ rectangles, with the upper right corner
cutting through the center of the rainbow as shown

(4) 6%" tall x 7%" wide B2 rectangles, with the upper left corner cutting
through the center of the rainbow as shown

(4) 6'2" B3 squares set on point, with the bottom corner centered on the
stems of a bouquet.

Notes:

Use a 4" seam allowance throughout. Sew all pieces with right sides
together and raw edges even using matching thread. Press after each
seam.

Arrows indicate right-reading orientation of fussy-cut motifs.

Unit and block sizes are given as width x height (including seam
allowance) in the orientation shown in the step, but their final orientation
may be rotated when the quilt top is assembled.

Arrange 3 each Fabric E and G and 1each Fabric F and M 32"
squares in 4 rows of 2 squares each as shown, noting the placement of
directional prints as indicated by the arrows. Stitch into rows, pressing
toward from the fussy-cut squares. Sew rows together, nesting seams.
Make a total of 1 each Units 1a-1h (6%2" x 12%2" unfinished), noting
fabric placement and orientation of the butterfly motifs.

Quilt Top Assembly

Note: Follow the Quilt Layout diagram (page 12) while assembling the
quilt. Measure the quilt top width and height before cutting and adding
outer borders and adjust border measurements if necessary to match your
measurements.

15. Arrange the Blocks 1, 2a-2d, and 3 in 3 horizontal rows. Sew the blocks
into rows, pressing towards the Block 2s. Sew rows together, nesting
seams, to complete the quilt center (512" square unfinished).

16. Sew an Inner Border to right and left sides of quilt center, noting the
orientation. Stitch a Fabric C 5%" square to each end of the remaining
Inner Borders. Sew these to top and bottom of quilt.

17. Sew the Fabric H 2'2" strips together end to end and cut 2 side outer
borders 65" long and (2) top/bottom outer borders 61" long.

18. Sew the shorter outer border strips to the top and bottom of quilt,
then add the remaining longer border to the left and right sides to
complete the quilt top (65" square including seam allowances).

Finishing

19. Sew together the 22" Fabric P binding strips end-to-end using
diagonal seams. Press seams open. Press the binding strip in half
wrong sides together.

20. Layer backing (wrong side up), batting, and quilt top (right side up).
Baste the layers together and quilt as desired. Trim excess batting and
backing even with the top after quilting is completed.

21. Leaving an 8" tail of binding, sew the binding to the top of the
quilt through all layers matching all raw edges. Miter corners. Stop
approximately 12" from where you started. Lay both loose ends of
binding flat along quilt edge. Where the loose ends meet, fold them
back on themselves and press to form a crease. Using this crease as
your stitching line, sew the two open ends of the binding right sides
together. Trim seam to %" and press open. Finish sewing binding to
quilt.

22. Turn the binding to the back of quilt and hand-stitch in place.
